EQUIPMENT POWER-UP PROCEDURE
After all equipment is installed and terminated, the equipment should be

powered up in an orderly fashion. First, you should apply power to the

6000 and/or 8000 Dispensers and verify that they operate correctly. Next,
you should apply power to the Model 200 Console and verify that it works
correctly. Finally, you should verify correct System operation. Perform the
following steps to accomplish this orderly start-up.

6000 and/or 8000 Dispenser Power-Up Procedure
Step 1. 6000 DISPENSERS - Using the 6000 Owner's Manual, S.P.L. - 1075, position
the Console/Stand-Alone switch in the "Stand-Alone" position and enter

a Price Per Volume into each 6000 Hose according to Figure 3-1 and the
procedure on page 3-10, Section 3.4.

8000 MULTI-PRO DISPENSERS - Using the 8000 Owner's Manual, S.P.L. - 1099,
position the Console/Stand-Alone switch in the "Stand-Alone" position and

enter a Price Per Product into each 8000 Fueling Position according to
Figure 3-1 and the procedure on page 3-10, Section 3.4.

Step 2. Turn each Pump Handle "ON" and dispense product and verify that the 6000
and/or 8000 Dispensers count-up the sale correctly. Be sure the Pump
Motor Power Breakers are "ON".

Step 3. Verify that 120VAC is not present in the Model 200 Terminal Strip Box
across each terminal to a neutral or ground on both Terminal Strips
(T.S. 1 and 2 pins 1-16 on each).

Step 4. PReturn the 6000 and/or 8000 Console/Stand-Alone switch to the
“Console" position. Be sure the 6000/8000 Price 1 or 2 switch
is in price 1 position. NOTE: If problems exist, contact your
local Bennett Service Representative or call Bennett Service
Department in Muskegon, Michigan.

Model 200 Console Power-Up Procedure

Step 1. Be sure the 200 Console keyswitch is in the "Manager" position and apply
power to the Console via the Circuit Breaker. If the Console does not

“light up", verify that the On/Off switch on the rear of the Console
cabinet is in the "ON" position.

Step 2. The 200 Console may be displaying a message saying: "Erroneous Data
Detected", depending upon the length of storage time prior to Power-up.
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Step 3.

Step 4.
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If so, with the 200 Console keyswitch still in "Manager" position,
press the PRINT button and the white number "1" and "ENTER" buttons.
Next, press the white "CLEAR" button. The message should be gone and
the Console in order.

Turn 200 Console keyswitch to "Operating" position. Press each grey
"FUELING POSITION" button and look for a "?" just to the right of the

Hose number in the Sale Amount Window. If a "?" appears beside a Hose
number, that Hose is not communicating with the 200 Console. This is
probably due to a mis-wire in the two 18 gauge data wires to that Hose
either in the Terminal Strip Box or in the Dispenser's Lower Junction

Box. If a "?" appears by all Hose Numbers, contact your Tocal Bennett
Service Representative or call the Bennett Service Department in Muskegon,
Michigan.

Using the Model 200 Console Operating Manual, S.P.L. - 1107, fill out
the "Site Set-up Worksheet" and program the Console, according to the
specific details of your station. Programming Reference Cards are
Tocated under the bottom of the Console cabinet and may be used also;
however, the Site Set-up Worksheet should still be filled out to assist
you in programming the 200 Console. The Worksheet is found in the
Operating Manual, S.P.L. - 1107.

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INSTALLATION TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Because of the varied number of possible failures that surround a new
installation, general statements and general areas of investigation can be
given to general types of failures that are usually present only at the time
of the initial Installation Start-up.

a. Product A Pump Handle On causes Product B Sub-merged Pump to run, instead of
Product A.
1. Miswire in 6000/8000 Dispenser Junction Box Terminal Strip Field Wiring

for Control Leg In or Out for Pump Motor power.

b. One or all Pump Motors always running or starting incorrectly.
1. Defective Solid State Relay Board on I/0 Board in 6000/8000 Series
Electronic Dispenser.

2. Incorrect data Line field wiring or factory wiring in 6000/8000 Dispenser
Junction Box or wire troughor Terminal Strip Box.

c. No 6000/8000 Series Electronic Dispenser Displays illuminate with dispenser

power breaker on.

1. 6000/8000 Dispenser Power Supply 3 amp fuse blown.
2. Miswire in 6000/8000 Dispenser Junction Box.
3. Bad Dispenser Power Breaker.

d. One or no 6000/8000 Series Electronic Dispenser Hoses do not communicate with

the Console.

1. 6000/8000 Dispenser Stand-Alone/Console Switch in Stand-Alone position.

2. Mode of Operation is not correctly programmed into the Console.

3. Price Per Volume (PPV) is not correctly programmed into the Console (0000).

4. Incorrect Data Line field wiring or factory wiring in 6000/8000 Dispenser
Junction Box or Terminal Strip Box or wire trough.

5. Defective +12 VDC Power Supply Output in Model 200 Console.

e. Model 200 Console Related Problems
1. Refer to Built-in Diagnostics Section of Operating Manual, S.P.L. - 1107,
for 200 Console.
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
